Kindergarten Requirements


The following requirements should be turned in at registration.  The district has a first day exclusion policy.  If these requirements are not completed before the first day of school, your child will NOT be allowed to start school until the district receives the completed IDPH school examination form.  

Physical Examination:
The child must have a physical dated within one year of kindergarten entrance.  The IDPH Certificate of Child Health Examination form is the ONLY form that will be accepted.

The entire exam form must be completed.  This includes the health history section that is to be completed and signed by the parent/guardian.
Immunization Requirements:
The day, month, and year of each immunization needs to be documented on the exam form.  The area under the immunization section must be signed by the health care provider. 
DTaP—four or more doses the last dose received on or after the 4th birthday.

IPV/OPV (Polio)—three or more doses of all IPV or OPV with the last dose received on or after the 4th birthday.  Any combination of IPV and OPV require four or more doses with the last dose received on or after the 4th birthday.
MMR (Measles-Mumps-Rubella)—the first dose on or after first birthday. The second dose of Measles (usually in combination MMR) is given no less than one month after the first dose.  Most children receive the 2nd dose after the 4th birthday, at the same time as the DTaP and Polio.  Laboratory proof is acceptable for Measles. 
Varicella/Chicken Pox—one dose at 12 months of age or older.  Or had physician confirmed varicella disease.
Please be sure to take a copy of your child’s immunization record with you to the appointment for the school physical and when receiving immunizations.  The Woodford County Health Department has immunization clinic hours on Wednesdays or by appointment.  The health department phone number is 467-3064.
Any immunization not given due to an allergic condition must be documented by the physician for exception to the requirements.  For religious objections please contact the building principal.
Dental Examination:
The dental examination must be dated after November 15, 2009.  If the exam is not done prior to the first day of school, an appointment card from the dentist with the date and time of the appointment should be turned in at registration.
Vision Examination:
The vision examination must be dated after August 25, 2009.  If the exam is not done prior to the first day of school, an appointment card from the eye doctor with the date and time of the appointment should be turned in at registration.
